MY POSITIONS ON KEY ISSUES

Education:  The most important thing about education is what we teach the kids, not how much money we spend doing it.  Extremists have taken control of the curriculum while the State distracts everyone with endless paperwork and testing, turning teachers into paper pushers and building a bureaucratic empire.  There is only one important role for the Legislature:  get out of the school business and stop trying to be a super school board.

Jobs:  Nearly every bill passed by the Legislature makes it harder for employers to hire employees.  Hard-working Oregonians support a small army of whiners and malingerers, and a large army of bureaucrats destroying job.  

Medicine:  Every time the Legislature tightens the regulation of health insurance, fewer and fewer can qualify for it, and it costs more and more.  If the State wants to improve medical care for Oregonians, only more doctors, nurses and hospitals will make a real difference, yet government regulations restrict the supply of all of these.  

Criminal Justice:  Why should criminals have cable TV that many voters can't afford, while we release others for want of space?  What ever happened to putting convicts to work?  We've got roads to build and forests to plant, and the State pays its workers to do what convicts could do for free.

Civil Justice:  When the Legislature makes it cost hundreds if not thousands of dollars to pursue a claim, crooks can steal thousands of dollars with impunity.  Our judicial system operates under management schemes from the Dark Ages, taking years to resolve simple cases.  

Transportation:  ODOT is a bureaucracy run amok, with armies of bureaucrats pursuing their pet, politically-correct projects, while Oregon's traffic jams get worse and worse.  It doesn't cost millions of dollars a mile to build roads; it costs millions of dollars to have years of pointless planning reports.

Agriculture:  The Legislature has turned loose the Department of Ecology and the Department of Fish and Wildlife to prey on Oregon agriculture with rules that lack any basis in science or common sense.  Much of the nonsense comes from the federal government, but the Legislature needs to remember it represents the People of a sovereign state, not the federal bureaucracy.  

Salmon Recovery:  Salmon recovery has been taken over by fanatics who care more about stopping development and building bureaucracies than putting more fish in the rivers.  My book The Great Salmon Hoax explains this problem in detail, and offers solutions, the most important of which is to empower local governments to put fish in the rivers, not remote bureaucrats.
